BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

1. Owner / Applicant: Raymond Vigue

4. Request: The applicant is proposing to construct an approximate 1,140 square foot single
family residence with an attached 288 square foot garage under a Conditional Use Permit
within the Community Commercial (C-C) Zoning District of Pacific County.

FINDINGS OF FACT:

1. Location: The property is located at 31612 | St. in Ocean Park, Washington. The County
Assessor’s Parcel number(s) includes 77005003008 and 77005003009; located in Section
17, Township 12 North, Range 11 West of W.M.

4. Site Characteristics: The site is relatively flat with a steep slope along the rear property line.
The property consists of 2 lots totaling 0.3 acres in size. The property has an on-site septic
installed on September 11", 2017 and will be evaluated by Pacific County prior to any
development. The site will be served by Surfside Water District and the residence has direct
access to | St.

Adiacent Land Use: There is currently a residence on either side of this property in the
commercial zoning. Both properties received conditional use permits to construct single-
family residences. The property to the north was granted a conditional use permit in 2022
and the home to the south was granted one in 2019. There is a parking lot directly to the
east next to the Worldmark and the Surfside Golf Course is behind that.

Shoreline Designation: The site is not located within the jurisdiction of the Shoreline Master
Program.

Critical Areas and Resource Lands: The project will not have any known impact on critical
areas or resource lands as described in Pacific County Critical Areas and Resource Lands
Ordinance No. 193. A geotechnical report is required in order to assess the stability of the
slope at the back of the property. This will be reviewed by Pacific County prior to issuing any
permits.

SEPA: This project is exempt from the requirements of SEPA under WAC 197-11-800 1 (b)
for the construction of a single-family residence.

Public Notification: A Notice of Application and Hearing was distributed in accordance with
Pacific County Ordinance No. 177, Procedures for Processing Land Use Development
Applications Section 6.b.i as it pertains to the Type lll process, on January 30", 2024

Comprehensive Plan Designation: The subject property is within the Community
Crossroads Comprehensive Plan Designation.

The Community Crossroad Comprehensive Plan Designation (2020) is described as, “the
purpose of this designation is to recognize the existing commercial centers located along
state highways or county arterials that provide nearby residents, local vehicular traffic, and
the traveling public with everyday convenience shopping goods and services. This
designation provides for the infill, development, or redevelopment of lands within the
community crossroad boundary. Community crossroads are generally small, compact,
isolated commercial centers characterized by small-scale industries and businesses. Uses
include, but are not limited to, restaurants, feed stores, garden supplies, greenhouse and
plant nurseries, lumber sales, groceries and drug stores, gas stations, hotels and other
small-scale businesses, including residences in conjunction with such businesses.
Community crossroad areas maintain a high degree of compatibility with surrounding
residential areas through the use of small buildings, small overall area devoted to
commercial use, and design and layout which screen residential areas from lights, storage
and parking areas. The areas to which the community crossroad designation applies are:
Klipsan Crossing, Lindgren Road, East Raymond, Surfside Estates, and_Tokeland Road.

It is intended that commercial uses serving a given area should be clustered together in
small planned centers or around existing single businesses to avoid the development of
commercial strips or many small businesses strung out along arterial roads. The community



crossroad designation allows for new commercial uses, but only after a site-specific review
process to determine and address potential impacts. This type of designation is not intended
to accommodate new, recreationally oriented residential developments or industrial sites.”

11. Zoning: The Pacific County Zoning Atlas shows the subject property to be located within the
Community Commercial (CC) District. Section 16.E.3 of Zoning Ordinance 184 allows one
single-family residence under a conditional use permit.

CRITERIA FOR GRANTING A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT

As described in Ordinance 184 Section 27.E, a Conditional Use permit shall be denied by the
Hearing Examiner unless the applicant demonstrates with clear and convincing evidence that
the proposed conditional use conforms to all of the criteria set forth below:

i

A conditional use is designed in a manner which is compatible with the character
and appearance of an existing, or proposed development in the vicinity of the
subject property;

The proposed conditional use will be consistent with single family residences located
within the Surfside Homeowners Association (HOA). The property to the north was just
recently developed with a single-family residence and the property to the northeast is
currently being developed. The eastern parcels located on top of the ridge are
developed as a large parking lot (owned by State of Washington/Parks & Rec) and the
Worldmark Surfside Inn. The subject properties are located in between two residential
developments that were both granted conditional use permits. This proposal appears to
fit in with the existing development.

The location, size and height of buildings, structures, walls and fences, and
screening vegetation for the conditional use shall not hinder or discourage the
permitted development or use of properties in the immediate vicinity of the
conditional use;

The proposed development has been designed within the guidelines as described in the
Surfside HOA Restrictive Covenants for construction. The proposed structure will also
be consistent with the requirements of a single-family residence, will be below 35" from
average grade, and will be over the required 410 square foot minimum for living space
as required by Pacific County Ordinance No. 184 (Zoning).

The conditional use is designed in a manner that is compatible with the physical
characteristics of the subject property;

The development is designed to be compatible with the physical characteristics of the
subject property. The residence will be consistent with the setback requirements as
described by the Surfside Homeowners Association Restrictive Covenants (Pacific
County Ordinance No. 184 Appendix D) and will be located away from the toe of the on-



site slope. The owners are currently working with a geotechnical engineer to ensure the
slope is stable and determine if any reinforcement to the slope will be necessary.

4. Requested modifications to standards are limited to those which will mitigate
impacts in a manner equal to or greater than the standards of this title;

There are no modifications to the standard requested. The Planning Department has
determined that this project proposal would be consistent the requirements described in
Pacific County Ordinance 184 for construction of a single-family residence based on the
building plans submitted.

5. The conditional use is such that pedestrian and vehicular traffic associated with
the use will not be hazardous or conflict with existing and anticipated traffic in the
adjacent area;

The conditional use is not expected to be hazardous or in conflict with the existing or
anticipated traffic in the adjacent area. Minimal vehicular traffic is anticipated associated
with the use as a single-family residence. | Street is a relatively frequently travelled
street for the area with approximately 1490 ADT, as described in the Pacific County
Road Log, which the residence will have direct access to. Less vehicular and pedestrian
traffic is anticipated than if the property was being developed for a commercial use.

6. The conditional use will be supported by adequate public facilities or services and
will not adversely affect public services to the surrounding area or conditions can
be established to mitigate adverse impacts on such facilities;

The conditional use appears to be supported by adequate facilities at this time. There is
an existing on-site septic system that was installed in 2017. A septic evaluation will be
performed by Pacific County to ensure it meets all of today’s codes. An approved septic
system will be required before any permits were to get issued. The plans for the
proposed single-family residence have been approved by the Surfside Homeowners
Association. The site will be served by Surfside Water District and will have direct
access to | Street.

7. The conditional use is not in conflict with the health and safety of the community,
nor detrimental to the public interest.

The proposed conditional use will not be in conflict with the health and safety of the
community or detrimental to the public interest. The previously constructed single-family
residences on this block are within the Community Commercial (C-C) Zoning District and
were approved through a conditional use permit in January 2019 and January 2022.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW:

1. Type lll review of the proposed Conditional Use Permit is consistent with the processing
requirements of Procedural Ordinance No. 177.

2. The proposed use is consistent with Ordinance 184, Section 16.E.3 as a Conditional Use.



RECOMMENDATION:

Based on the Findings of Fact and Conclusions of law for the proposed Conditional Use Permit,
Application No. P24-00027, the Planning Division recommends the Hearing Examiner approve
the construction of a 1,140 square foot single family residence with a 288 square foot attached
garage within the Community Commercial (C-C) Zoning District.

CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL.

1. The proposed single-family residence shall be consistent with the regulations described in
Ordinance 184 Section 16 and the Surfside Restrictive Covenants (Appendix D).

2. No construction or development shall begin prior to receiving all necessary permits.

The Pacific County Planning Department has recently completed a Critical Areas and Resource Lands
assessment and Zoning assessment of the property referenced above. The CARL assessment has
determined that the property falls within, or contains, the following Critical Areas and/or Resource
Lands:

1.  Geological Hazard Area

The proposed building site appears to be located on or near a geological hazardous area. Ordinance 193
section 8.B.2.h states that a landslide hazard area is any area with a slope forty percent (40%) or steeper
and with a vertical relief of ten (10) or more feet except areas composed of solid rock. The proposed
development appears to be near the toe of a hillside that has a slope greater than 40% and is greater
than 10 feet in height. A Geotech report would be needed to build up to this slope.

The Zoning assessment has determined that the property lies within the Community Commercial (CC)
District. In order to continue processing the zoning permit for the property referenced above, the
following must be completed:

2. Conditional Use Permit

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SECTION 16 - COMMUNITY COMMERCIAL DISTRICT (C-C)

A.

INTENT

The intent of the Community Commercial District is to provide for a broad range of commercial
and limited industrial uses serving the various communities found throughout Pacific County. The
boundaries of the district shall recognize the historical and existing development patterns of
commercial development. The district boundaries shall allow for small-scale infill development
and redevelopment commensurate with available public services, physical limitations,
neighborhood compatibility, and the anticipated demand for the siting of new development. An
additional purpose of the district is to provide areas of employment opportunities for residents in
rural communities consistent with the rural character of each community.

PERMITTED USES
1. Eating and drinking establishments, including restaurants and taverns.
2. Service establishments including, but not limited to, banks, professional offices,

laundries, dry cleaners, barber and beauty shops, real estate offices, funeral parlors,
veterinaries, furniture repair shops, frozen food lockers, auction houses, fraternal
organizations, galleries, theaters, arts and crafts centers, interpretive centers, and food
cooperatives.

3. Retail establishments including, but not limited to, bakeries, liquor, drug, variety,
clothing, shoes, florist, optical, sporting goods, art galleries, appliances, music, and pet
stores.

4, Tool and equipment rental, nurseries, hardware and building material/supply stores.

Outdoor storage and display areas are permitted as an accessory use provided that the
outdoor storage areas are located within an enclosed fence.

5. Grocery stores.
6. Motorized vehicles and equipment, motorcycle, marine, farm implement, light and heavy
equipment, and recreational vehicle service, repair, washing facilities, commercial

storage and/or sales, provided that:

a. All repair services, except for minor repairs and servicing, shall be conducted
within an enclosed building;

b. Adequate water supply and wastewater disposal for washing facilities shall be
demonstrated by the applicant;

c. Such a facility and associated activities shall not occupy more than four acres of
a parcel;
d. With the exception of temporary display items and/or merchandise sales, all

outdoor storage shall be within a fenced area; and

e. Lighting shall be designed to avoid glare onto neighboring properties or adjacent
public roadways.

1. Uses incidental to the primary permitted use such as parking and loading areas, outdoor

All other uses not listed as permitted, accessory, special, or conditional uses, or those uses not
similar in nature, scale, and scope to the varying categories of uses listed above, are prohibited.

1 The minimum allowable density for all short subdivisions and subdivisions is subject to
the requirements of Pacific County Ordinance No. 163, or any amendments thereto.

2. The minimum lot size shall be sufficient to ensure the proposed development meets
minimum development standards contained within this Ordinance and other applicable
regulations, including minimum parking requirements, minimum building setbacks,
minimum standards for water provision, and the minimum land area required for the use
of on-site sewage disposal systems.

ii)  The applicant submits a completed form provided by the review authority requesting waiver
of pre-application review and the waiver is granted.

To initiate pre-application review, an applicant shall submit a completed form provided by the
review authority for that purpose, the required fee, and all information required by the relevant
section(s) of County ordinances and other applicable regulations.

Information not provided on the form shall be provided on the face of the preliminary plat, in an
environmental checklist, or on other attachments. The review authority may modify requirements
for pre-application materials and may conduct a pre-application review with less than all of the
required information. However, failure to provide all of the required information may prevent the
review authority from identifying all applicable issues or providing the most effective pre-
application review.

Within twenty-one (21) calendar days after receipt of an application for pre-application review, the
review authority shall schedule a pre-application conference or exempt the application from pre-
application review.

The review authority shall coordinate the involvement of agency staff responsible for planning,
development review, roads, utilities and other subjects, as appropriate, in the pre-application review
process. Relevant staff shall attend the pre-application conference or shall take other steps to fulfill
the purposes of pre-application review.

The pre-application conference should be held as soon as practicable after the review authority
accepts the application for pre-application review.

Within fourteen (14) calendar days after the date of the pre-application conference, the review
authority shall mail to the applicant, and to other parties who submit a request in writing, a written
summary of the pre-application review. The written summary generally shall do the following to
the extent practicable given the information provided by the applicant:

1) Summarize the proposed application(s);

ii)  Identify the relevant approval criteria and development standards in County ordinances or
other applicable law, and delineate exceptions, adjustments or other variations from
applicable criteria or standards that may be relevant;

iii)  Evaluate information the applicant offered to comply with the relevant criteria and standards,
and identify specific additional information that is needed to respond to the relevant criteria
and standards or that is recommended to respond to other issucs;

iv) Identify applicable application fees in effect at the time, with a disclaimer that fees may
change;

v)  Identify information relevant to the application that may be in the possession of the County
or other agencies of which the County is aware, such as:

(1) Comprehensive plan map designation and zoning of the property subject to the
application and of the surrounding vicinity;

(4) Publish in a newspaper of general circulation a summary of the notice which shall
include the date, time, and place of the hearing and sufficient information to identify
the property and application(s) under review.

(5) Post a copy of the notice of application at three (3) or more locations on or in the
vicinity of the property subject to the application at least fifteen (15) calendar days
before the hearing. The notices shall be posted in a manner that will be legible to a
passerby. The applicant shall remove and properly dispose of the notices within seven
(7) calendar days after the hearing.

ii) Posted on the County website.

iii) The records of the County Assessor shall be examined when questions arise as to who constitutes
relevant property owners of record. The failure of a property owner to receive notice shall not
affect the decision if the notice was sent. A declaration of mailing (under penalty of perjury)
executed by the person who did the mailing shall be evidence that the notice was mailed to
parties listed or referenced in the declaration.

5) Application of Rules

a) Type III review process requires at least one public hearing before the appropriate review
authority. The public hearing should be held within sixty (60) calendar days after the date the
review authority issues the determination that the application is technically complete.

b) At least fifteen (15) calendar days before the date of a hearing, the review authority shall issue a
public notice of the hearing consistent with the requirements of Section 4.

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c) Before the date of the hearing for an application(s), the review authority shall (1) issue a written
staff report, integrating a SEPA review and recommendation regarding the application(s), (2)
make available to the public a copy of the staff report for review and inspection, and (3) provide a
copy of the staff report and recommendation without charge to the review authority and to the
applicant and applicant’s representative. The review authority shall provide a copy of the staff
report at reasonable charge to other parties who request it.

d) Public hearings shall be conducted in accordance with the rules of procedure adopted by the
review authority, except to the extent waived by the review authority. The authority shall make
reasonable effort that the audio portion of the hearing is recorded.

€) At the beginning of the hearing or agenda of hearings, the review authority shall:

1) State that the testimony will be received only if it is relevant to the applicable approval
criteria and development standards and is not unduly repetitious;

ii)  Identify the applicable approval criteria and development standards;

iii)  State that the review authority will consider, and may grant or deny, any party’s request to
continue the hearing or to keep the record open for a period of time;

iv)  State whether the review authority has had any ex parte contact or has any personal or
business interest in the application;

V) State whether the review authority has visited the site;

vi)  State that any appeal of this hearing, including challenges to impartiality, shall be held
pursuant to RCW 36.70C. However, the review authority invites anyone to make known
their challenges at this hearing.

vii) State the persons who want to receive notice of the decision may sign a list for that
purpose; and

viii) Summarize how the hearing will be conducted.

f) At the conclusion of the hearing on each application, the review authority shall announce one of
the following actions:

i) That the hearing is continued. If the hearing is continued to a place, date, and time certain,
then additional notice of the continued hearing is not required to be mailed, published or
posted. If the hearing is not continued to a place, date, and time certain, then notice of the
continued hearing shall be given as though it were the initial hearing. The review authority
may adopt guidelines for considering requests for continuances;

ii)  That the public record is held open to a date and time certain. The review authority shall
state where additional written evidence and testimony can be sent, and shall announce any
limits on the nature of the evidence that will be received after the hearing. The review
authority may adopt guidelines for evaluating requests to hold open the record;

iii)  That the application(s) is/are taken under advisement, and that a final order will be issued
with findings of fact and conclusions of law that support the decision; or
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iv)  That the application(s) is/are denied, approved or approved with conditions. Findings of
fact and conclusions of law must be adopted to support the decision. However, such
findings and conclusions do not need to be adopted at the same time that the decision is
rendered.

g) The review authority shall not issue its threshold determination nor issue a decision or
recommendation on a permit application until the expiration of the public comment period on the
notice of application. The decision shall be issued within 14 calendar days of the expiration of
the public comment period.

h) Within five (5) business days from the date of the decision, the review authority shall mail the
notice of decision to the applicant, any representative of the applicant, and all parties of record.
The mailing shall include a notice which includes the following information:

i) A statement that the decision and SEPA determination, if applicable, are final, but may be
appealed as provided in Section 7. The statement shall describe how a party may appeal
the decision or SEPA determination, or both.

il) A statement that the complete case-file is available for review. The notice shall list the
place, days and times where the case-file is available and the name and telephone number
of the County representative to contact for information about the case.

6)  Decision Timeline

a) As a general rule, a final decision regarding any application shall be issued not more than one
hundred twenty (120) calendar days after the date the application was accepted as counter
complete.

b) Subsection 6(a) of this section shall not apply to any application that is substantially revised by
the applicant. In this instance, the one hundred twenty (120) calendar day time period shall start
from the date the revised application is determined to be counter complete.

¢) Ifa Determination of Significance (DS) is issued, then the review authority shall issue a decision
no sooner than seven (7) calendar days after a final environmental impact statement is issued.

d) An applicant may agree in writing to extend the time in which the review authority shall issue a
decision.

e) In calculating the number of days that have elapsed after the date of determination of technical
completeness, the following periods shall be excluded:

i) Any period during which an applicant has been requested by the County to correct plans,
perform required studies, or provide additional required information, starting from the date
the County sends notification to the application until the date the County determines that
additional information satisfies the request for additional information or fourteen (14)
calendar days after the date the additional information was submitted, whichever is earlier.
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ii) The period from the date the County sends notification to the applicant of the need for
additional information until the date the County determines whether the additional
information satisfies the request for information or fourteen (14) calendar days after the date
the information submitted by an applicant under this subsection is insufficient, the county
shall notify the applicant of the deficiencies, and the procedures under this subsection shall
apply as if a new request for additional required information had been made.

iii) Any period of time during which an environmental impact statement is being prepared, which
shall not exceed one year from the issuance of the Determination of Significance, unless the
County and applicant have otherwise agreed in writing to a longer period of time. If no
mutual written agreement is completed, then the application shall become null and void after
the one-year period, unless the review authority determines that delay in completion is due to
factors beyond the control of the applicant.

iv) Any period of time during which an administrative appeal is pending.
7)  Appeals

A final decision may be appealed only in accordance to RCW 36.70C.

Section 7 Type IV — Legislative Decisions

1)  Procedure

a) Type IV procedures may require one or more hearings before the Planning Commission and does
require one (1) or more hearings before the Board of County Commissioners.

b) Zoning applications requiring amendment or a change in language to any County regulation or
ordinance may be submitted throughout the year but must be submitted on or by the last business day

in March for consideration that calendar year. Applications submitted on or after the first business
day in April will be filed and reviewed on the next review date.

Applications will be presented to the Planning Commission for first review at the next regularly
scheduled meeting. Public hearings for the applications that will be considered for decision will be
held in October or November of that calendar year.

2)  Public Notice

a) At least fifteen (15) calendar days before the date of the first Planning Commission hearing for an
application subject to Type IV review, the Director shall:

i) Prepare a notice of application that includes the following information:
(1) The case file number(s);

(2) A description of the area that will be affected by the application, if approved, which is
reasonably sufficient to inform the reader of its location;

(3) A summary of the proposed application(s);
