5. Public Notification: A Notice of Application and Hearing was posted in the Chinook Observer
on April 10", 2024. A Notice of Application and Hearing was also posted on the subject
property. The surrounding properties are all owned by Washington State Parks or the
Federal Government, so a mailing notice was not sent out to property owners within 300 feet

of the subject property.

6. Section (3) of Pacific County Ordinance No. 177, Procedures for Processing Land Use and
the Pacific County Shoreline Master Plan, Non-Residential Substantial Shoreline
Development Permits are classified as a Type lil Administrative process.

Findings of Fact:

1. Location: The subject property is located at 248 Robert Gray Drive in llwaco, Washington.
The County Assessor’'s Parcel number includes 09110800001 & 09110550002; located in
Section 05 & 08, Township 09 North, Range 11 West of W.M.

Project Site:

2. Site Characteristics: The subject parcel where the work will take place is part of the day use
and boat launch area of Cape Disappointment State Park. Ownership includes WA State
Parks and Recreation Commission and the other parcel is owned by the Federal
Government, but the campground and associated facilities are all managed by WA State
Parks. This proposal involves improvements to a section of the road used to access the day
use and boat launch area. The road currently exists and falls within 200 feet of the
shorelines of the Columbia River. The entire proposal will occur within the existing road and
driving lanes currently used to access the boat launch area. A portion of the Three Waters
Trail currently exists at the boat launch area. The trail currently dead ends in the middle of a
driving lane and does not connect to the rest of the existing trail that leads into the park.

3. Zoning: The project site is located in a Conservation Land Use District (CD). Section 6.B.5
of Zoning Ordinance 194 allows for all Washington State facilities relating to park services
including, but not limited to, campgrounds, restrooms, historical/cultural centers, interpretive
centers, administrative buildings, living quarters, trails, and those uses typically incidental to
a State Park facility.

“The Conservation District is established to protect and conserve the environmental values
of certain areas including the ocean beaches, State and Federal parks, wildlife refuges,
freshwater lakes, and other important natural landscapes by recognizing that these areas
provide a variety of important benefits for both the general public and wildlife. This land use
district recognizes that some activities such as certain agricultural practices, e.g., livestock
grazing, are on-going, historical functions that may be used as a management tool, while
other activities such as general public services, facilities, and utilities are necessary and
important for the overall function and/or operation of the underlying purpose of the refuge or
park. The Conservation District is also applied to unique areas such as the U.S. Coast
Guard Station located at Cape Disappointment. The Conservation District generally
encompasses those lands waterward of the Ordinary High-Water Mark on all freshwater
lakes found throughout the County.”



4. Shoreline Designation: This project is within the shorelines of the Columbia River in the
High Intensity environmental designation under the Pacific County Shoreline Master
Program.

The Pacific County Shoreline Master Program describes the purpose of the High Intensity
environment as “The purpose is to provide for high intensity water-oriented commercial,
transportation, and industrial uses while protecting existing ecological functions and
restoring ecological functions in areas that have been previously degraded.”

SHORELINE ENVIRONMENT DESIGNATIONS - SOUTH COAST

5. Comprehensive Plan Designation: The property is located in the Public Preserve
Comprehensive Plan designation. The primary purpose is described in the Pacific County
Comprehensive Plan (2020) as:

“The purpose of this designation is to identify and protect unique and outstanding examples
of publicly owned areas pertaining to recreation, fish and wildlife habitat conservation, or
unique geologic features. This land use designation also acknowledges the ongoing
responsibility of the county, state and federal government to protect critical areas and other
valued resources on lands within this designation. These lands are owned by a federal,
state or local governmental entity, or conservation-focused NGO and are maintained as
closely as possible to their natural state. This is one land use designation that has increased
in the overall amount of acreage since 1998 as the amount of publicly-owned land within the
County increased due to expansions of the Willapa National Wildlife Refuge, Lewis and
Clark State and National Historical Park, Leadbetter Point State Park area, the Ellsworth
Creek Preserve managed by The Nature Conservancy, and the Potter's Slough wetlands
managed by Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife. It is anticipated that the amount of



acreage in the Public Preserve designation will continue to increase as diked tidelands are
restored to their pre-dike status, and lands around Willapa Bay and other important
watersheds are purchased for restorative activities by various public agencies and/or
conservation non-profit organizations.”

6. Floodplain Designation: The proposed project area occurs outside of the FEMA floodplain
based on Panel No. 53049C0O715D eff. 5/18/2015.
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This project proposal will have no direct permanent

impacts to Critical Areas and Resource Lands. The proposal falls within 200 feet of the
OHWM of the Columbia River. The required buffer for the High Intensity Shoreline
designation is 25 feet. All work will occur outside of the buffer and outside of any other
critical areas. The work will be occurring inside the existing road bed. No new impacts are
being proposed. The existing roads are just being reconfigured and the trail is being added

into one of the driving lanes.



8. SEPA: The WA State Parks and Recreation Commission was the lead agency for this
project and a Determination of Non-significance was issued for this project on November
16™, 2023. The DNS is attached to this report.

Analysis: The applicant is proposing to install 600 linear feet of paved pedestrian trail, within
existing driving lanes of a roadway, which will allow pedestrians to safely travel outside of the
driving lanes. The trail will be constructed in the day use boat launch area and the roadway
currently used to access this area. This portion of the trail will connect the existing Three Waters
Trail and allow pedestrians to safely travel from this area to the welcome center and the rest of
Cape Disappointment State Park.

Shoreline Management Substantial Shoreline Development Permit

Pacific County SMP:

Section 3.2.D. Shoreline Environmental Designation (High Intensity)

Designation criteria

A “high-intensity” environment designation shall be assigned to those shoreline areas owned or
managed by the public Ports of Pacific County or other areas which support high-intensity uses
related to commerce, transportation or navigation; or are suitable and planned for high-intensity
water-oriented uses (e.g., Bay Center, Tokeland).

Management policies

Give priority for development and use first to water-dependent uses, then to water-related, then
water-enjoyment uses.

Full utilization of existing developed areas should be achieved before further expansion of
intensive development is allowed. Consideration should be given to the potential for
displacement of non-water-oriented uses with water-oriented uses when analyzing full utilization
of urban waterfronts and before considering expansion of such areas.

New non-water-oriented uses should not be allowed except:
i. As part of a mixed-use development that includes at least one water-dependent use;

ii. In limited situations where they do not conflict with or limit opportunities for water-
oriented uses; or



iii. On sites where there is no direct access to the shoreline.

Ensure that developments within the High Intensity environment are compatible with uses and
activities in adjacent (including aquatic) environments.

Policies and regulations shall assure no net loss of shoreline ecological functions as a result of
new development. Where applicable, new development shall include environmental cleanup
and restoration of the shoreline to comply with any relevant state and federal law.

Where feasible, visual and physical public access should be required.

Aesthetic objectives should be implemented by means such as sign control regulations,
appropriate development siting, screening and architectural standards, and maintenance of
natural vegetative buffers.

Public access and public recreation objectives should be implemented whenever feasible and
significant ecological impacts can be mitigated

5.18 Recreational Development
Policies

1. Encourage diverse recreational opportunities in shoreline areas that can support such
use and development without risk to human health, safety, and/or security, and without
adverse effects on shoreline functions, processes, values, private property rights, and/or
neighboring uses.

2. Recognize that state-owned shorelines are particularly adapted to providing
wilderness beaches, ecological study areas, and other recreational uses for the public.

3. Preserve and enhance existing parks.

4. Provide for both active and passive recreational needs when developing recreational
areas.

5. Active shoreline recreational access, developments, and opportunities should be
allowed to expand only in those areas already used for such purposes or on those
shorelines environmentally capable of supporting such activities.

6. Encourage the linkage of shoreline parks, recreation areas, and public access points
with linear systems, such as hiking paths, bicycle paths, easements and/or scenic
drives.

7. Support other governmental and non-governmental efforts to acquire and develop
additional shoreline properties for public recreational use.

8. Locate and design recreational developments to preserve, enhance, or create scenic



views and vistas.

9. Design and locate recreational uses and facilities to ensure no net loss of shoreline
ecological functions.

10. Develop, as an economic asset, the recreation industry along shorelines in a manner
that will enhance public enjoyment.

11. Encourage maintenance, but not expansion, of existing public access points for
beach driving, and recognize that the number of public access points at North Cove,
Seaview, Long Beach, Klipsan Beach, Ocean Park, and Oysterville is sufficient to meet
existing demand. Discourage additional public access points for beach driving.

Regulations

1. Recreation facilities shall be designed and located to take maximum advantage of and
enhance the natural character of the shoreline area, and ensure no net loss of shoreline
ecological functions.

2. Recreational development shall be located, designed, and operated consistent with
the purpose of the environment designation in which they are located. Adverse impacts
shall be mitigated in accordance with Section 4.2 of this Master Program, Environmental
Protection and Critical Areas.

3. Recreational uses in shoreline areas shall be allowed to make the greatest use of
their proximity to the water by providing water access points, water viewing areas, and
associated structural design when compatible with the aesthetic qualities of the site and
the character of the local environment.

4. Preference shall be given to recreational uses that primarily relate to access to,
enjoyment of, and/or use of the shorelines of the state. Non-water-oriented uses such as
restrooms, recreation halls and gymnasiums, access roads, and parking lots shall be
located according to the following preference:

a. Outside of shoreline jurisdiction, where feasible; or
b. Landward of water-oriented uses unless it can be shown that such facilities are
essentially shoreline dependent.

5. Recreation facilities shall be designed to protect public health and water quality by
ensuring adequate restrooms, trash cans, pet waste disposal, and similar measures,
where applicable.

6. Review of proposed shoreline recreation development shall consider:

a. Impact of the activities and development on the existing shoreline
environment;



b. Impact of the activities and development on the adjacent and nearby shoreline
environment and land and water use;

c. Demand for recreation. Applicants shall estimate growth projections and
evaluate level-of-service standards established by the comprehensive plan or
parks, recreation, and open space plan;

d. The necessity and extent of alteration of the shoreline environment to meet
design objectives and requirements; and

e. The proximity to and impact upon required public utilities and services.

7. Recreational uses shall be designed to minimize adverse effects on traffic patterns
and parking facilities. The adverse effects of storm run-off from parking lots shall be
minimized.

Section 5.22 Transportation & Parking
Policies

1. Provide safe, reasonable, and adequate circulation systems to shorelines where
routes will minimize adverse effects on unique or fragile shoreline features and existing
ecological systems, while contributing to the functional and visual enhancement of the
shoreline.

2. Within the shoreline jurisdiction, locate land circulation systems that are not shoreline
dependent as far from the land-water interface as practicable to reduce interference with
either natural shoreline resources or other appropriate shoreline uses.

3. Locate roads to fit the topographical characteristics of the shoreline such that
minimum alteration of natural conditions results. New transportation facilities should be
located and designed to minimize the need for shoreline stabilization and flood
protection measures and to minimize the need to modify the natural drainage systems.
New transportation facilities should be located outside of the floodplain and areas
vulnerable to inundation as a result of sea level rise. The number of waterway crossings
should be limited.

4. Encourage trail and bicycle paths along shorelines where they are compatible with the
natural character and ecology of the shoreline, and where measures are included in
projects to address pollution impacts from the activity.

5. Encourage joint use of transportation corridors within shoreline jurisdiction for utilities
and other forms of transportation.

6. Locate and design parking facilities to minimize adverse impacts including those
related to stormwater runoff and water quality.



Regulations

1. General

a. Transportation and parking development shall be carried out in a manner that
maintains or improves state water quality standards for affected waters and
results in no net loss of shoreline ecological function.

b. Adverse impacts of land transportation facilities on unique or fragile shorelines
shall be minimized.

c. Adverse impacts on existing or planned water-dependent uses shall be
avoided.

d. Land transportation facilities shall be prohibited in aquatic areas except
where bridge crossings are needed and where no feasible alternative shoreland
or upland route exists.

e. New port and industrial developments involved in the transfer or transport of
petroleum or other hazardous products in the waters and shorelands of Pacific
County shall utilize best available technology and procedures to prevent spills
and develop and implement contingency plans. Applicants shall also establish
procedures for mitigating damages from spills or other malfunctions.

2. Roads

a. A permit for road construction or expansion may be granted subject to the
following regulations:

i. Demonstration of compliance with any federal, state, or county permits,
as required.

ii. Filling of tidelands to provide for a road right-of-way may be permitted
as a Conditional Use where there are no alternative routes which are
economically or topographically feasible.

b. Private access roads shall comply with Pacific County Code Chapter 12.04,
Road Standards.

3. Airports.

a. Airports and associated facilities, including terminal stations for aircraft
passenger and cargo operations, runways, towers, and associated systems, shall
be located so as to minimize adverse impacts to migratory bird flyways and
habitat used by resident waterfowl and other birds.

4. Parking.



a. Parking lots shall be located/sited outside the shoreline jurisdiction except to
support an authorized shoreline use.

b. Parking accessory to an authorized use shall be located landward of the
primary use and as far upland from the ordinary high-water mark as feasible.

c. Parking lots with spaces for 10 or more cars shall not be located within 100
feet of the ordinary high-water mark.

Findings of Fact:

1. Type lll review of the proposed Substantial Shoreline Development permit is consistent
with the processing requirements of Procedural Ordinance No. 177.

2. The proposed use is consistent with the requirements of the Substantial Shoreline
Development under the SMP.

3. The proposed use is consistent with the requirements under the Critical Area Ordinance
193.

Recommendation:

Based on the Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law for a Substantial Shoreline
Development Permit for Permit Application No. P2400193, the Planning Division
recommends the Hearings Examiner approve the addition of 600 linear feet of paved trail
within an existing driving lane within the high intensity shoreline environment.

Conditions of Approval:

1. The permit shall not begin and is not authorized until twenty-one (21) days from the date
of filing as defined in RCW 90.58.140(6) and WAC 173-27-130, as amended, or until all
review proceedings initiated within twenty-one (21) days from the date of such filings
have been terminated, except as provided in RCW 90.58.140(5)(c) and (d).

2. The project shall be consistent with all parts of the SMP.

3. The proposed project shall adhere to all applicable local, state and federal laws.

Cape Disappointment Three Waters Trail — Substantial Shoreline Development

Project Description:

The Three Waters Trail was designed by Maya Lin and a portion of the trail was completed in
2006. The overall project aims to be a part of the completion of the vision linking by trail Cape
Disappointment State Park’s three waters including the Columbia River, wetlands and Lake
O’Neil, and the Pacific Ocean at their confluence. This portion of the project aims to complete
the portion of the trail within the boat launch day use facility. Currently the trail dead ends within
the middle of the driving lane forcing pedestrians to use the roadway to access the remaining
park facilities including the Welcome Center, the entrance of the park, and the remaining trails.
This project also helps maintain safety by creating a continuous trail separating pedestrians from
the roadway, making it safer for drivers and walkers. This portion of the trail is approximately
600 linear feet all within the boat launch area. To complete the trail and avoid impacts to the
shoreline of the Columbia River all work is taking place within the current driving lanes. The
driving lanes will be turned into a one way and the existing outer lane will be constructed into

the Three Waters Trail.
Pacific County Shoreline Master Program, Adopted June 20, 2023

This section will discuss the development of the Three Waters Trail and how it pertains to the
Shoreline Master Program (SMP). The area is mapped as High Intensity per the Pacific County
Shoreline Master Program Chapter 3.4.

SMP Chapter 3.22 Shoreline Uses, Development and Modifications: Transportation and Parking

A. Policies
1. Provide safe, reasonable, and adequate circulation systems to shorelines where routes will

minimize adverse effects on unique or fragile shoreline features and existing ecological systems,
while contributing to the functional and visual enhancement of the shoreline.

The boat launch access and parking area has been located along the Columbia River
shoreline for decades. The entirety of the developed area is within 200 ft of the shoreline
and includes a two-lane access road with a loop, parking lot, restroom, boat launch,
docks, a portion of the Three Waters trail, overflow parking, and a small pier.
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The Three Waters Trail begins down at the boat launch and currently dead ends west of
the start approximately 1,000 ft away. The proposed project is located all within the
existing footprint and will add to the functional and visual enhancement of the shoreline
by creating a walking path separated from vehicles for safety. The trail, which is essential
to the Maya Lin Confluence Project, will then connect to trails within the park entrance
establishing the intended connection of all “three water”, the Pacific Ocean, wetlands and
Lake O’Neil and the Columbia River.

2. Within the shoreline jurisdiction, locate land circulation systems that are not shoreline
dependent as far from the land-water interface as practicable to reduce interference with either
natural shoreline resources or other appropriate shoreline uses.

The proposed project does not include any near surfacing or development. The entirety of
the project area is already disturbed built environment. The project will increase space
from vehicle traffic from the shoreline allowing for safe pedestrian access.

3. Locate roads to fit the topographical characteristics of the shoreline such that minimum
alteration of natural conditions results. New transportation facilities should be located and
designed to minimize the need for shoreline stabilization and flood protection measures and to
minimize the need to modify the natural drainage systems. New transportation facilities should
be located outside of the floodplain and areas vulnerable to inundation as a result of sea level
rise. The number of waterway crossings should be limited.

The roadways and proposed layout of the one-way roads are within the same footprint
and configuration as they currently are. The changes include changing a two-lane
roadway into a one-way lane. There are no new roadways or development proposed, only
the change of use.

4, Encourage trail and bicycle paths along shorelines where they are compatible with the natural
character and ecology of the shoreline, and where measures are included in projects to address
pollution impacts from the activity.

There is currently no trail or safe pedestrian access from the park entry to the boat launch.
The proposed project will connect the missing area of the Three Waters Trail. The Three
Waters Trail begins down at the boat launch and currently dead ends west of the start
approximately 1,000 ft away. The proposed project is located all within the existing
footprint and will add to the functional and visual enhancement of the shoreline by
creating a walking path separated from vehicles for safety. The trail, which is essential to
the Maya Lin Confluence Project, will then connect to trails within the park entrance
establishing the intended connection of all “three water”, the Pacific Ocean, wetlands and
Lake O’Neil and the Columbia River.

5. Encourage joint use of transportation corridors within shoreline jurisdiction for utilities and
other forms of transportation.
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The area is and will continue to be a joint use area. The proposed project will create a
pedestrian lane within an already established traffic lane. The use of one lane within the
two-lane roadway will become the Three Waters Trail while the traffic lanes will become
one way. This reconfiguration of traffic will allow for a safe pedestrian path along with
continued access for vehicles within the same footprint that currently exists. Utilities that
are currently available onsite will be relocated within a traffic island.

6. Locate and design parking facilities to minimize adverse impacts including those related to
stormwater runoff and water quality

There will be no changes to any of the available parking within the boat launch day use
area. The parking near the park entrance will remain as well as the parking near the boat
launch.

Along with the entrance road and new welcome center, the project also includes the removal of
the existing failing and submerged culverts along a dike road which provides access to the Cape
Disappointment campground. The existing two culverts will be removed and replaced with box
culverts to restore a more natural flow to the drainage while making necessary repairs to the dike
road such as reconstruction of shoulders and armoring of the road embankment to prevent
erosion.

Location of Proposal: Cape Disappointment State Park is located in Pacific County at 244 Robert
Gray Drive, Ilwaco, WA 98624. The specific project location is the Township 9 N Range 11 W
Sections 8 and 9.

Threshold Determination: After a review of the completed environmental checklist, the lead
agency for this proposal has determined that it does not have a probable significant adverse
impact to the environment. The project is self-mitigating with the creation, restoration, and
enhancement of wetlands and habitat throughout the entrance. Development has been sited to
avoid and minimize impacts to earth, water, vegetation, and recreation. The nature of the
improvements, as described in the checklist, will not result in any lasting impacts to waterways,

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SECTION 6 — CONSERVATION DISTRICT (CD)

A,

INTENT

The Conservation District is established to protect and conserve the envirecnmental values of
certain areas including the ocean beaches, State and Federal parks, wildlife refuges, freshwater
lakes, and other important natural landscapes by recognizing that these areas provide a variety of
important benefits for both the general public and wildlife. This land use district recognizes that
some activities such as certain agricultural practices, e.g., livestock grazing, are on-going, histarical
functions that may be used as a management tool, while other activities such as general public
services, facilities, and utilities are necessary and important for the overall function and/or
operation of the underlying purpose of the refuge or park. The Conservation District is also
applied to unique areas such as the U.S. Coast Guard Station located at Cape Disappointment. The
Conservation District generally encompasses those lands waterward of the Ordinary High Water
Mark on all freshwater lakes found throughout the County.

PERMITTED USES

1. Maintenance of wildlife preserves.

2. Nature parks and interpretive centers including buildings, trails, parking areas,
interpretive areas, and signs describing natural history, cultural history, and/or natural
habitat.

3. Ground water supply components such as well points, pumps, pressure tanks, elevated

water storage reservoirs, transmission lines and distribution lines.
4, Public water control structures.

5. All U.S. Government Facilities relating to navigation, safety and/or park services, including
the U.S. Coast Guard Station. All Washington State facilities relating to park services
including, but not limited to, campgrounds, restrooms, historical/cultural centers,
interpretive centers, administrative buildings, living quarters, trails, and those uses
typically incidental to a State Park facility.

6. The management and propagation of fish and wildlife.

[8 Watershed management practices, including erosion control measures, drainage control
structures, vegetation management to improve run-off characteristics, weather stations,
stream gauging stations, and watershed research facilities.

8. Normal public utilities including, but not limited to, communication and electrical power
substations, water reservoirs, transmission lines, pumping service facilities,
communication relay stations, and wireless communication facilities.

9. Livestock grazing.

10. Any use which is similar in nature, usage, and impacts to a listed permitted use.
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C. ACCESSORY USES

1. Piers and docks.

2. Elevated viewing platforms.

3 Interpretive signage, panels and kiosks.

4, Public restrooms, self-contained chemical toilets.

S. Public park facility service buildings and normal utilities necessary or ancillary to the

permitted use.

6. Parking areas ancillary to a permitted use consistent with the parking standards
contained in Subsection 21.H, Parking and Loading, and provided further that all parking
areas shall be setback two hundred (200) feet from the Ordinary High Water Mark of any

water body.
7. Uses incidental to normal or routine forestry and/or agricultural practices.
8. A permanent residential dwelling subordinate to one of the principally permitted uses

and which is occupied only by persons, including their immediate family members,
employed in the management or operation of the same use on the premises being

managed.

9. Uses Incidental to the overall purpose and function of the U.S. Coast Guard Station
including, but not limited to, housing, utilities, docks, fueling areas, administrative offices,
etc,

10. Level 1, 2 and 3 electric vehicle charging stations.

11, Any use which is similar in nature, usage, and impacts to a listed accessory use.

D. SPECIAL USES

Any use listed below requires a Special Use Permit from the Hearings Fxaminer and is subject to a
Type Il Administrative Process according to Pacific County Ordinance 177, or any amendments
thereto.

1. Public and private roads and bridges.
2. Any use which is similar in nature, usage, and impacts to a listed special use.
E. CONDITIONAL USES
Any use listed below is requires a Conditional Use Permit from the Hearing Examiner and is subject
to a Type Il Administrative Process according to Pacific County Ordinance 177, or any

amendments thereto.

1. Construction and operation of water diversion structures, impoundment dams,
hydroelectric generating facilities, and other types of electrical generation facilities.
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2. Major utility and communication facilities including, but not limited to, overhead
transmission lines, power generation plants and underground pipelines which are
designed to serve regional needs.

F. PROHIBITED USES

All other uses not listed as permitted, accessory, special, or conditional uses, or those uses not
similar in nature, scale, and scope to the varying categories of uses listed abave, are prohibited.

G. MINIMUM DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

1. The minimum allowable density for all new short subdivisions and subdivisions is subject
to the requirements of Pacific County Ordinance No. 163, or any amendments thereto.

2. The minimum lot size shall be sufficient to ensure the proposed development meets
minimum development standards contained within this Ordinance and other applicable
regulations, including minimum parking requirements, minimum building setbacks,
maximum lot coverage standards, minimum standards for water provision, and the
minimum land area required for the use of on-site sewage disposal systems. See Section
21.Y.

3. New lots created after the enactment of this Ordinance shall be consistent with the
minimum lot sizes prescribed in Pacific County Ordinance 163, or any amendments
thereto. Existing lots, legally created prior to the enactment of this Ordinance, are
considered to be legal lots of record and are exempt from having to meet the minimum
lot size requirements prescribed in Pacific County Ordinance 163, or any amendments
thereto.

4. Building Setbacks. The minimum front, side and rear yard building setbacks shall be
twenty {20) feet as measured from the edge of the property line to the structure,

5. Building Height. The maximum building height for all structures is thirty-five (35) feet,

unless Section 19, Wind Energy Systems, or Section 22, Wireless Communication
Facilities, applies.
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iiiy  Any period of time during which an environmental impact statement is being prepared,
which shall not exceed one year from the issuance of the Determination of Significance,
unless the County and applicant have otherwise agreed in writing to a longer period of
time. If no mutual written agreement is completed, then the application shall become null
and void after the one-year period, unless the review authority determines that delay in
completion is due to factors beyond the control of the applicant.

iv)  Any period of time during which an administrative appeal is pending.

8) Appeals
1) The actions taken by the examiner shall be final and conclusive unless an appeal is filed
pursuant to RCW 36.70C.
Section 6 Type 111 — Quasi-Judicial Decisions

1)  Pre-Application Review

a) Pre-application review is not intended to provide an exhaustive review of all the potential issues
that a given application could arise. Pre-application review does not prevent the County from
applying all relevant laws to the applicant. The purposes of pre-application review are:

1) To acquaint County agency staff with a sufficient level of detail about the proposed
development to enable staff to advise the applicant accordingly;

ii)  To determine general consistency with any relevant comprehensive plan and development
regulations;

iii)  To identify applicable regulations and permit needs, including permit fees;
iv)  To identify permits/requirements from other agencies, to the extent known;

v)  To provide early identification of study requirements, issues, and potential mitigation
requirements;

vi)  To acquaint the applicant with the applicable requirements of local ordinances and other law;
and

vii) To provide an opportunity for other agency staff and the public to be acquainted with the
proposed application and applicable law. Although members of the public can attend a pre-
application conference, it is not a public hearing, and there is no obligation to receive public
testimony or evidence.

b) Pre-application review is required unless:

i) The review authority expressly exempts the application(s) in question from pre-application
review; or

ﬂ
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i)  The applicant submits a completed form provided by the review authority requesting waiver
of pre-application review and the waiver is granted. The form shall state that waiver of pre-
application review increases the maximum time for review for technically complete status
and increases the risk the application will be rejected or processing will be delayed.

¢) To initiate pre-application review, an applicant shall submit a completed form provided by the
review authority for that purpose, the required fee, and all information required by the relevant
section(s) of County ordinances and other applicable regulations.

d) Information not provided on the form shall be provided on the face of the preliminary plat, in an
environmental checklist, or on other attachments. The review authority may modify requirements
for pre-application materials and may conduct a pre-application review with less than all of the
required information. However, failure to provide all of the required information may prevent the
review authority from identifying all applicable issues or providing the most effective pre-
application review.

e) Within twenty-one (21) calendar days after receipt of an application for pre-application review, the
review authority shall schedule a pre-application conference or exempt the application from pre-
application review.

f) The review authority shall coordinate the involvement of agency staff responsible for planning,
development review, roads, utilities and other subjects, as appropriate, in the pre-application review
process. Relevant staff shall attend the pre-application conference or shall take other steps to fulfill
the purposes of pre-application review.

g) The pre-application conference should be held as soon as practicable after the review authority
accepts the application for pre-application review.

h) Within fourteen (14) calendar days after the date of the pre-application conference, the review
authority shall mail to the applicant, and to other parties who submit a request in writing, a written
summary of the pre-application review. The written summary generally shall do the following to
the extent practicable given the information provided by the applicant:

1) Summarize the proposed application(s);

i)  Identify the relevant approval criteria and development standards in County ordinances or
other applicable law, and delineate exceptions, adjustments or other variations from
applicable criteria or standards that may be relevant;

iii) Evaluate information the applicant offered to comply with the relevant criteria and standards,
and identify specific additional information that is needed to respond to the relevant criteria
and standards or that is recommended to respond to other issues;

iv) Identify applicable application fees in effect at the time, with a disclaimer that fees may
change;

v)  Identify information relevant to the application that may be in the possession of the County
or other agencies of which the County is aware, such as:

(1) Comprehensive plan map designation and zoning of the property subject to the

application and of the surrounding vicinity;

w
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(2) Physical development limitations, such as steep or unstable slopes, critical areas and
natural resources on site, wetlands, well-head protection areas, water bodies, and
water availability that exist on the property subject to the application and on the
surrounding vicinity;

(3) Those public facilities that will serve the property subject to the application,
including fire services, roads, and if residential, parks and schools, and relevant
service considerations, such as minimum access and fire flow requirements or other
minimum service levels;

i) An applicant may submit a written request for a second pre-application conference within one (1)
calendar year after the initial pre-application conference. There is no additional fee for a second
conference if the proposed development is substantially similar to the one reviewed in the first pre-
application conference, as determined by the Director, or if it reflects changes based on information
received at the first pre-application conference. A request for a second pre-application conference
shall be subject to the same procedure as the request for the initial pre-application conference.

i) A new request for, or waiver of, a pre-application review for a given development shall be filed
unless the applicant submits a counter complete application that the review authority finds is
substantially similar to the subject of a pre-application review within one (1) calendar year after
the last pre-application conference or after approval of waiver of pre-application review.

2)  Review for Counter Complete Status

a) Before accepting an application for review for technically complete status, the review authority
shall determine whether the application is counter complete.

b) If the review authority decides that an application is counter complete, then the application shall be
accepted for review for technically complete status.

¢) Ifthe review authority decides that an application is not counter complete, thien the review authority
shall reject and return the application and identify in writing what is needed to make the application
counter complete.

3) Review for Technically Complete Application

a) The review authority shall decide whether an application is technically complete within twenty-
eight (28) calendar days after the review authority determines the application is counter complete.

b) An application is technically complete if it includes the following:
i) A completed original application form signed (1) by the owner(s) of the property subject to
the application or (2) by a representative authorized to do so. Written authorization from

property owners impacted by the application may be required by the review authority.

ii) A copy of the pre-application conference summary and information required by the pre-
application conference summary unless:

(1)  The material was not timely prepared as required under subsection 1(H);
(2) The application is not subject to pre-application review based on this Ordinance; or

M
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(3) The review authority has waived the pre-application conference.

iii)  The applicable fee(s) adopted by the Board of County Commissioners for the applications in
question;

iv)  All of the information listed as application requirements in the relevant sections of County
ordinances and other applicable regulations; provided that:

(1) The review authority may waive application requirements that are clearly not
necessary to show an application complies with relevant criteria and standards and
may modify application requirements based on the nature of the proposed
application, development, site or other factors, and

(2) The decision about the technically complete status of an application, including any
required engineering, traffic or other studies, shall be based on the criteria for
completeness and methodology set forth in County ordinances, resolutions or in
implementing measures timely adopted by the review authority and shall not be
based on differences of opinion as to quality or accuracy;

v)  Any applicable SEPA document, completed and signed.

¢) If the review authority decides that an application is not technically complete (within the time
provided in subsection 3(b) of this section), the review authority shall contact the applicant, listing
what is required to make the application technically complete, including:

i) A date by which the required missing information must be provided to restart the technically
complete review process pursuant to subsection 3 of this section. The review authority may
extend the deadline at the request of the applicant.

ii)  The statement also may include recommendations for additional information that, although
not necessary to make the application technically complete, is recommended to address other
issues that are or may be relevant to the review.

d) If the required information is submitted by the date specified, then within fourteen (14) calendar
days the review authority shall decide whether the application is technically complete and, if not,
the review authority shall:

1) Reject the application and mail the applicant a written statement which lists the remaining
additional information needed to make the application technically complete; or

it) Issue a decision denying the application, based on a lack of information; or

e) If the required information is not submitted by the date specified, the review authority shall take
action under subsection 3(d) of this section.

f) If the review authority decides that an application is technically complete, then the review authority
within fourteen (14) calendar days of making this determination shall:

1) Forward the application to the County staff responsible for processing it, and schedule a
public hearing;

#
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i) Send a written notice of receipt of a complete application to the applicant acknowledging
acceptance, listing the name and telephone number of a contact person at the review
authority, and describing the expected review schedule, including the date of a hearing.

iii) A copy of the notice shall be distributed pursuant to subsection 4.

g) An application shall be deemed to be technically complete if a written determination has not been
mailed to the applicant within twenty-eight (28) calendar days of the date the application is
determined to be counter complete.

4)  Public Notice
a) The notice of the application shall include the following information:

i) The case file number(s), date of application, the date the application was determined to be
technically complete, and the date of the notice of the application;

ii) A description of the proposed project and a list of project permits included with the
application and, if applicable, a list of any further studies requested by the review authority;

iii) A list of other necessary permits not included in the application, to the extent known by
County staff;

iv) A list of existing environmental documents that evaluate the proposed project;

v) A statement that delineates the public comment period and articulates the rights of the public,
i.e., the right to comment on the application, including environmental impacts and mitigation
measures, the right to receive notice of, and participate in, any hearings, the right to request
a copy of the decision, and the right to appeal a decision once made. The closing date for the
consideration of written comments also shall be indicated together with the deadline for
submitting a SEPA appeal pursuant to Ordinance No. 166 or any amendments thereto;

vi) Whether a preliminary threshold determination of significance has been issued under
Ordinance No. 166 or any amendments thereto;

vii) The date, time, place, and type of hearing, if applicable;

viii) A statement of the preliminary determination, if one has been made, of those development
regulations that will be used for project mitigation. The public notice also shall indicate
that a consolidated staff report and, if required, SEPA review will be available for
inspection at no cost before the administrative decision or public hearing, if applicable, and
that a copy of these documents will be provided at reasonable cost;

ix) The name of the applicant and any representative of the applicant, and the name, address
and telephone number of a contact person for the applicant, if any;

x) A description of the site, including current zoning and nearest road intersections,
reasonably sufficient to inform the reader of its location and zoning;

M_
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xi)  The date, place, and times where information about the application may be examined and
the name and telephone number of the County representative to contact about the
application;

xii) The designation of the review authority and the date, time, and place of any hearing;

xiii) A statement that any hearing, if applicable, will be conducted in accordance with the rules
of procedure adopted by the review authority; and

xiv) Any additional information determined to be appropriate by the County.
b) The public notice shall be distributed as follows:
i) The Director shall mail a copy of the notice of application to:
(1) The applicant and any representative of the applicant;

(2) Owners of property within a radius of three hundred (300) feet of the property that is
the subject of the application;

(3) Agencies with junisdiction;

(4)  Publish in a newspaper of general circulation a summary of the notice which shall
include the date, time, and place of the hearing and sufficient information to identify
the property and application(s) under review.

(5) Post a copy of the notice of application at three (3) or more locations on or in the
vicinity of the property subject to the application at least fifteen (15) calendar days
before the hearing. The notices shall be posted in a manner that will be legible to a
passerby. The applicant shall remove and properly dispose of the notices within seven
(7) calendar days after the hearing.

ii) Posted on the County website.

iii) The records of the County Assessor shall be examined when questions arise as to who constitutes
relevant property owners of record. The failure of a property owner to receive notice shall not
affect the decision if the notice was sent. A declaration of mailing (under penalty of perjury)
executed by the person who did the mailing shall be evidence that the notice was mailed to
parties listed or referenced in the declaration.

Application of Rules

a) Type III review process requires at least one public hearing before the appropriate review
authority. The public hearing should be held within sixty (60) calendar days after the date the
review authority issues the determination that the application is technically complete.

b) At least fifteen (15) calendar days before the date of a hearing, the review authority shall issue a
public notice of the hearing consistent with the requirements of Section 4.

#
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¢) Before the date of the hearing for an application(s), the review authority shall (1) issue a written
staff report, integrating a SEPA review and recommendation regarding the application(s), (2)
make available to the public a copy of the staff report for review and inspection, and (3) provide a
copy of the staff report and recommendation without charge to the review authority and to the
applicant and applicant’s representative. The review authority shall provide a copy of the staff
report at reasonable charge to other parties who request it.

d) Public hearings shall be conducted in accordance with the rules of procedure adopted by the
review authority, except to the extent waived by the review authority. The authority shall make
reasonable effort that the audio portion of the hearing is recorded.

e) At the beginning of the hearing or agenda of hearings, the review authority shall:

1) State that the testimony will be received only if it is relevant to the applicable approval
criteria and development standards and is not unduly repetitious;

ii)  Identify the applicable approval criteria and development standards;

iii)  State that the review authority will consider, and may grant or deny, any party’s request to
continue the hearing or to keep the record open for a period of time;

iv)  State whether the review authority has had any ex parte contact or has any personal or
business interest in the application;

V) State whether the review authority has visited the site;

vi)  State that any appeal of this hearing, including challenges to impartiality, shall be held
pursuant to RCW 36.70C. However, the review authority invites anyone to make known
their challenges at this hearing.

vii) State the persons who want to receive notice of the decision may sign a list for that
purpose; and

viii) Summarize how the hearing will be conducted.

f) At the conclusion of the hearing on each application, the review authority shall announce one of
the following actions:

1) That the hearing is continued. If the hearing is continued to a place, date, and time certain,
then additional notice of the continued hearing is not required to be mailed, published or
posted. If the hearing is not continued to a place, date, and time certain, then notice of the
continued hearing shall be given as though it were the initial hearing. The review authority
may adopt guidelines for considering requests for continuances;

ii)  That the public record is held open to a date and time certain. The review authority shall
state where additional written evidence and testimony can be sent, and shall announce any
limits on the nature of the evidence that will be received after the hearing. The review
authority may adopt guidelines for evaluating requests to hold open the record,

iii)  That the application(s) is/are taken under advisement, and that a final order will be issued

with findings of fact and conclusions of law that support the decision; or

w
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iv)  That the application(s) is/are denied, approved or approved with conditions. Findings of
fact and conclusions of law must be adopted to support the decision. However, such
findings and conclusions do not need to be adopted at the same time that the decision is
rendered.

g) The review authority shall not issue its threshold determination nor issue a decision or
recommendation on a permit application until the expiration of the public comment period on the
notice of application. The decision shall be issued within 14 calendar days of the expiration of
the public comment period.

h) Within five (5) business days from the date of the decision, the review authority shall mail the
notice of decision to the applicant, any representative of the applicant, and all parties of record.
The mailing shall include a notice which includes the following information:

1) A statement that the decision and SEPA determination, if applicable, are final, but may be
appealed as provided in Section 7. The statement shall describe how a party may appeal
the decision or SEPA determination, or both.

ii) A statement that the complete case-file is available for review. The notice shall list the
place, days and times where the case-file is available and the name and telephone number
of the County representative to contact for information about the case.

6) Decision Timeline

a) As a general rule, a final decision regarding any application shall be issued not more than one
hundred twenty (120) calendar days after the date the application was accepted as counter
complete.

b) Subsection 6(a) of this section shall not apply to any application that is substantially revised by
the applicant. In this instance, the one hundred twenty (120) calendar day time period shall start
from the date the revised application is determined to be counter complete.

¢) If a Determination of Significance (DS) is issued, then the review authority shall issue a decision
no sooner than seven (7) calendar days after a final environmental impact statement is issued.

d) An applicant may agree in writing to extend the time in which the review authority shall issue a
decision.

e) In calculating the number of days that have elapsed after the date of determination of technical
completeness, the following periods shall be excluded:

i) Any period during which an applicant has been requested by the County to correct plans,
perform required studies, or provide additional required information, starting from the date
the County sends notification to the application until the date the County determines that
additional information satisfies the request for additional information or fourteen (14)
calendar days after the date the additional information was submitted, whichever is earlier.

ﬁ
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ii) The period from the date the County sends notification to the applicant of the need for
additional information until the date the County determines whether the additional
information satisfies the request for information or fourteen (14) calendar days after the date
the information submitted by an applicant under this subsection is insufficient, the county
shall notify the applicant of the deficiencies, and the procedures under this subsection shall
apply as if a new request for additional required information had been made.

iii) Any period of time during which an environmental impact statement is being prepared, which
shall not exceed one year from the issuance of the Determination of Significance, unless the
County and applicant have otherwise agreed in writing to a longer period of time. If no
mutual written agreement is completed, then the application shall become null and void after
the one-year period, unless the review authority determines that delay in completion is due to
factors beyond the control of the applicant.

iv) Any period of time during which an administrative appeal is pending.

7)  Appeals

A final decision may be appealed only in accordance to RCW 36.70C.

Section 7 Type IV — Legislative Decisions

1) Procedure

a) Type IV procedures may require one or more hearings before the Planning Commission and does
require one (1) or more hearings before the Board of County Commissioners.

b) Zoning applications requiring amendment or a change in language to any County regulation or
ordinance may be submitted throughout the year but must be submitted on or by the last business day

in March for consideration that calendar year. Applications submitted on or after the first business
day in April will be filed and reviewed on the next review date.

Applications will be presented to the Planning Commission for first review at the next regularly
scheduled meeting. Public hearings for the applications that will be considered for decision will be
held in October or November of that calendar year.

2)  Public Notice

a) At least fifteen (15) calendar days before the date of the first Planning Commission hearing for an
application subject to Type IV review, the Director shall:

i) Prepare a notice of application that includes the following information:

(1) The case file number(s);

(2) A description of the area that will be affected by the application, if approved, which is
reasonably sufficient to inform the reader of its location;

(3) A summary of the proposed application(s);
