Summary of Comments and Responses (if applicable):

The county received 21 total comments during the SEPA comment period. One comment was received
from Department of Ecology in regards to solid waste, erosion control and stormwater requirements.
One comment was received from Department of Fish in Wildlife with concerns to the extent of the
clearing, impacts on erosion, proximity to delineated wetlands and concerns over the completeness of
the SEPA checklist. Nineteen comments were received by citizens who either live nearby or own
property in the vicinity of the project. The main concerns were shoreline impacts, completeness of the
SEPA checklist, unclear site plans, extent of the clearing, potential wetland impacts, run off concerns,
erosion concerns, general impacts to surrounding property owners and concerns about the impacts on
Willapa Bay and the associated shellfish industry.
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
